the Montréal Canadians NHL Alumni face off against local favourites, the Fogo

Canadiens alumni such as Steve Shutt, Chris Nilan, Stéphan Richer, Patrice
Brisebois, Ric Nattress, and Oleg Petrov, or for Fogo Island’s hometown team;

ACCESS TO FOGO ISLAND, NEWFOUNDLAND, CANADA

Gander, Newfoundland is the international gateway to Fogo Island. Commercial
flights from Toronto with connections in St. John’s or Halifax can bring travelers to
Gander in just over four hours.
